Defining Moment
Accident Investigation and Analysis

Accident investigation and analysis  requires thorough investigations 
by employers to determine the causes of an accident regardless of 
the type of accident. The term “accident” encompasses incidents and 
near misses and should include property damage, work injuries and 
liability-related incidents. The two primary purposes of an accident 
investigation and analysis should be to determine cause (not fault)
and to discover the contributing factors or circumstances that can 
be eliminated or changed to prevent the accident or near miss from 
occurring in the future. 

Information developed through the accident investigation process 
should  include employee characteristics such as department, 
age, years in position, a description of the incident, equipment 
involved, location, time of day as well as any other factors that 
could be used to analyze and uncover accident patterns from which 
corrective actions can be implemented. A comprehensive accident 
investigation and analysis process is essential to an employer’s risk 
management efforts and for providing management with a direction 
for developing or revising policies and procedures which may have 
been overlooked, not communicated or not enforced.
